Quivira became a "dancing 
ground" on Oct. 13, as Navajo 
artist and educator Dennis Lee 
Rogers danced, played flute, 
created a sand painting and pro­
vided insight into Native Ameri­
can beliefs and culture. 

In addition to Rogers' pro­
gram, Chris Zordel, of 
Spearville, set up a Mountain 
Man tent, displaying items from 
that time period and demon­
strating cooking and other skills. 
The Sternberg Museum pro­
vided a display along with the 
Refuge fire fighters and staff. 

At the craft area, volunteers 
helped kids make ceremonial 
shields, corn husk dolls and 
owner sticks. And of course, the 
FOQ Camp Fire Cooks pro­
vided a great meal ofbarbecued!

attended the event, which went 
smoothly thanks to the com­
bined efforts ofRefuge staffand 
FOQ members.
